
This course attempts to make two field 

trips a year, depending on funds. The 

first is to the Lake County Jail. The  

students are able to take a tour of the  

facility, and gain an understanding of the 

entire incarceration process. 

 

The second field trip is to the Lake 

County Crime Lab. The students are able 

to tour the facility, and learn about the  

different jobs performed there. This 

facility gives a better understanding of 

the time and resources used in  crime 

scene investigations.
