On June 19, Mayor Josh delivered his first State of the City.
Mayor Josh reflected on what we have accomplished in the
first half of the year.

Police- traffic stops are up 33% (patrolling construction

zones), which correlates to our proactive calls being up 11%.

Fire- Created a mutual aid agreement with neighboring
communities. Received radio grants and donations for
Station 1 upgrades.

Building- Residential construction value is up 23.6% and
commercial construction value is up 546% over last year.
Parks- Expansion of programming & events (nerf wars,
basketball camp, easter egg hunt) and acquired two new
properties (south of the pool & south of Liverpool).

He shared some new developments that will be coming to
Hobart- including a Starbucks, Dollar General Market, Ash
Commons Subdivision! He discussed the positive changes that
have been made to admin & leadership across multiple
departments which will help move the city forward.
